1. As usual bins must be put out by 6 am on the designated day of collection.  Lids on the bins must be closed, or they may not be emptied. 
2. Black Bins  Extra black bin material cannot be left by the side of the bin as it will not be collected. This applies also to extra garden waste that cannot fit into green bins.

Extracts from the Parish Council Meeting held on 13th December  2017
The Parish Council wish to draw your attention to the following
1. Temporary closure of access to Butchers Hill. Butchers Hill will be closed to traffic from 8-13 January 2018 inclusive. This is to enable gas connection work in this area. Access for residents will be maintained throughout this period.
2. SmithsonHill plans for an AgriTech Hub off the A1301 opposite Hinxton. As reported last month, SmithsonHill has submitted an Outline Planning Application (all matters reserved – i.e. the details might change when full planning applications are made in the future) for an AgriTech technology park.

The Parish Council has always had some very serious concerns about SmithsonHill’s intentions. The proposed development would be outside of South Cambridgeshire’s Local Plan, which is close to being set in place, and could place unsupportable strain on the local road network that would lead to increased rat running through Ickleton and Duxford and more congestion on the main roads.
There is also the fact that this is a very dense and intense development on a greenfield site in the middle of a fine stretch of open countryside. Just the kind of thing, you might think, that Local Planners should be protecting us from. We all need to let South Cambs have our views.
The closing date for comments from residents is 04 January, a time limit of which we were unaware when last month’s Icene went to press. I have asked in vain for an extension in view of the holiday period, but my request was turned down. Parish Councils are able to comment up to a later date. If you absolutely cannot make your comments by the 04 January, you should find that comments can still be made online, although within the time limit is better.
The Ickleton Society’s article later in this edition of Icene will give you plenty of ideas about the points that can be made.
The Parish Council had an initial discussion at its December meeting and decided to oppose the SmithsonHill application. Our formal response will be discussed at our meeting on Wednesday 17 January before it is sent in. In addition to our own discussions we are sharing thoughts with neighbouring Parish Councils to develop arguments and present a united front. 
3. Sawston Trade Park (Iconix). The Large Major Planning Application for the Iconix site was amended in November. We were given details, which related to traffic impact assessments and proposed foot and cycle path improvements, towards the end of November. We continue to oppose the application because what is proposed is too large for the site, and it will also bring further congestion to the local road network. The application will be heard by SCDC Planning Committee on 10 January. We are working with other Parish Councils to have a representative speak against the application at that meeting.
4. Other Development Proposals
The Uttlesford draft Local Plan and the proposed “Garden Settlement” near Great Chesterford, the Wellcome Trust Genome Campus expansion plans, and the proposed motorway service area off Junction 10 of the M11 are never far from our thoughts, but nothing new has been heard about them recently. We must be grateful for small mercies!
5, Superfast Broadband
Several Frogge Street residents have not been able to sign up for higher broadband speeds as they could not be connected to the fibre optic cable in the big green box behind the old phone kiosk. Happily a solution will be implemented, and paid for by Connecting Cambridgeshire, but we have no date for that as yet.
6. Upcoming Elections. You may have noticed election material being pushed through your letterbox. This relates to the District Council elections. However after the April Parish Council meeting all seats on the Parish Council fall vacant and an election on the same day as the District Council elections - 03 May - will be needed if there are more than nine candidates. If anyone out there is interested in becoming a Parish Councillor please contact me for more information.
7. Planning information received from SCDC 
1. Applications:
i. S/4099/17/OL SmithsonHill: outline application for a new bespoke technology park containing up to 112,000 square meters of employment space. The planning application states the park will create up to 4,000 new jobs.
It was unanimously agreed to oppose the application. Principal issues: impact on open countryside on overwhelmingly greenfield site; traffic concerns; weak cases for AgriTech and that particular location; unconvincing green credentials; an intensive and intrusive development amounting to nothing more than a standard business if not industrial park. The Chairman would draft a response for circulation and further discussion.
ii. S/3688/17/FL, 3 Abbey Street  Remove unused door and install a larger window to replace the upper half.

iii S/3926/17/FL 14 Abbey Street . Conversion of garage to form habitable accommodation.

To use it FIRST CALL 999 and inform them that you are near the Ickleton defibrillator.
You will then be told a 4 figure number code to enter. Then follow the instructions you will find.
Note The defibrillator is to deal with an attack of irregular heart rhythm causing collapse and life threatening palpitations. It is designed with pads to apply to the chest and deliver electric impulses to the heart and may be used by any person, trained or untrained.

BELLRINGING FOR REMEMBRANCE
Since 2014 bellringers throughout the country have been attempting special ringing to remember their fellow bellringers who died in the Great War. Ickleton lost four bellringers, all who died in 1917, an exceptional number for a small village. During this year we have remembered them:
On 31st July a peal of Passchendaele Surprise Major was rung by members of the Ely Diocesan Association for Herbert Carder who died 100 years ago that day.
On 10th September some Cambridge District ringers, including ‘locals’ Maureen Havil and myself rang a quarter peal to remember Arthur Edward Carder and Walter Barnabas Carder.
Finally, on 30th November another group of ‘experts’ rang a peal of Bristol Surprise Major to remember Eustace Webb who died 100 years ago that day. The tenor ringer on this occasion was Alan Regin who is steward of the ‘Roll of Honour’, a book made up after the War to record all the bellringers killed, which is kept in the ringing chamber at St Paul’s Cathedral.

AgriTech Hub Consultation – important – please consider this
The deadline for comments on the planning application with South Cambs District Council is Thursday  4th January. Now is the time to act.  We think this development has the potential to be very damaging to our village and the general area and we’d urge everyone to write to the planners at South Cambridgeshire about it.  
Please try and do so by 4 January but, if you can’t manage that, as soon as you can.
A summary of our main concerns is below but we have posted fuller details on the village website.  You’re welcome to use these when writing but please do write in your own words.  You can see the application documents and respond online at:

or letter to Planning Department, South Cambridgeshire Hall, Cambourne Business Park, Cambourne, Cambridge, CB23 6EA.  Please quote reference S/4099/17/OL.
1.   The site is open countryside and good quality agricultural land. It does not need to be here – there are other brownfield sites and vacant industrial buildings where it could be located with field trials continuing elsewhere as now.  It will simply lead to increased urbanisation in this area now besieged by other massive development proposals.  Green space south of Sawston should be preserved.

2.   It is a huge development – 3 times the expanded Babraham Research Park.  3 and 2 storey buildings will be very visible in spite of an earth bund and planting.

3.  The definition of “agri-tech” is very wide and it is unlikely that the various elements will all work collaboratively or need to be close to the local science parks as suggested. It will be nothing more than a business park.  They list only 3 potential tenants – a food hub (essentially a food distribution centre) and 2 start-up businesses.  There are no big R&D concerns on board.  

4.  The site includes groundwater protection zones.  These should not be built on otherwise the amount of water reaching the aquifer from which we get drinking water will be reduced.

5.   4000 employees! This is massive, dwarfing even the Wellcome site’s plans! It is absurd to suggest that there will be a shift to walking, cycling and public transport as claimed.  Distances from villages and train station are too far particularly in bad weather and at night. To use trains and buses people have to get to them from home in the first place.  Extending the number 7 bus route into the site and back would add 21 minutes to everyone else’s journey time.

6.   4000 employees, visitors, deliveries etc will therefore result in a huge increase in traffic on local  roads.  The A505 is already frequently at a standstill at peak times.  Increasing lanes at McDonald’s roundabout won’t be sufficient.  Adding a new roundabout at the site entrance plus traffic controlled pedestrian crossings on the A1301 will slow traffic. 
7.   Rat running through Ickleton and other villages will get worse. The majority of rat running is between Uttlesford and M11/J10 not just the Genome Campus which they looked at.

An October 2014 traffic survey in Ickleton (about 300 houses) showed:
a.  Abbey Street – total average weekday traffic movements 3841;
b.  Frogge Street – total average weekday traffic movements 3295;
c.  Brookhampton Street – total average weekday movements 1039.
